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Rationale

Zoom at TUK is available through RHRK, but this manner of access requires you to 
login in with your RHRK credentials and shares some of your personal data. You 
may have reservations about this.

However, it is possible to join a Zoom meeting anonymously, such that no 
personal data is shared, and you IP address remains hidden.

The following slides provide instructions for joining a Zoom meeting with 
maximum privacy.

Even joining anonymously, you will have to agree to Zoom’s Terms and Services and Privacy Policy.

• This obscures your IP address.

2. Open an anonymous browser window
• Chrome / Chromium: click New Incognito Window
• Safari / Firefox: click New Private Window
• Instructions for other browsers
